Instead, we have these mailing lists which contain many individuals
who will help to answer. There are numerous benefits of using mailing lists over private
communication. It is a shared resource where others can also learn from common mistakes and as a
community we all grow together. This discussion also builds a searchable knowledge-base. Doing
off-list discussion is not efficient: only one person hears the answers and it will cause the volunteersto
become burnt out.
